4. Buy an artist early. "It gives you a career to follow." One young artist topping
her list is William Villalongo (WilliamVillalongo.com). “So many stories, which
include mythical and military images, come out of his work," Cafritz says.
Another favorite, Frohawk Two Feathers (TaylorDecordoba.com), creates
watercolor and crayon portraits with historical themes. "They both have a
tremendously layered aesthetic.
